Vision – Elementary Strings


Learning to play an instrument is a critical and valued part of a balanced, comprehensive, sequential and rigorous program of elementary music instruction.  Each succeeding year of elementary music instruction shall incorporate more rigorous instrumental instruction. In fourth and fifth grades, instrumental (string or band) instruction shall provide students with the opportunity for year-long instruction on an instrument, beginning with stringed instrument instruction in Grade 4, to further the sequential and rigorous program of elementary music instruction offered by the District.  


In these upper elementary grades, instrumental instruction may be provided in addition to general music classes, in combination with general music classes, or in lieu of general music classes as a music performance class selected by students.  This elementary music instruction sequence, which is based upon best practices and standards, will prepare elementary students for more rigorous intermediate level music instruction in performance and general music classes.
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
